


CACFP Facts
•	 CACFP provides tools to minimize 

paperwork and improve business 
practices.

•	 All DHS registered and CCA home 
providers are eligible.

•	 All non-profit centers, and for-profit 
centers serving at least 25% of children 
from low income households are eligible.

•	 CACFP promotes farm to early care and 
education activites, gardening, serving 
locally grown foods and teaching children 
where our food comes from.

•	 CACFP encourages family-style meals 
as a best practice to support child 
development.
